My son might play with Legos or small adion figures onthe floor
while helistens. Asfor the stories from your MP3 coll edions that we have burned onto audio
CDs, they have li stened to thase on their personal CD players onlong car trips. (I wrote to you
once @&ou our trip through Italy and hav those CDs help save Grandpa©s sanity.) | remember
they did qute alot of passng the Pinocchio and the Moby Dick CDs badk and forth.

How we have used them in hame schod: When you send links, we try to look them up as onas
passble. | think when you sent Life onthe Misssgpi, or ancther Mark Twain titl e, we spent
quite abit of time looking up the Mark Twain links. We "toured” some of the cares from his
Tom Sawyer/Huck Finn stories. We dso tied thisin to alarger study: we read The Adventures of

Some times weOll print out a short article from one of your website links and pu it in ore of our
schod notebooks. | recently started a"Homeschod Radio Shows' notebook,and | have put
several articles (from websites) in there.
